Later in the year she placed first
in doubles at a tournament in La-
fayette. Melanie was rated sixth in
the South, and she made the Jun-
ior Wightman Cup team which
represented Louisiana against ten-
nis squads from other states.

Sophomores made the highest
scholastic averages that year.

Again came the election of
cheerleaders and flagbearers.
