This was-Jericho as It
was known-'to Christ—ibe Jericho of Zac-
chadus and blind Bartimaeus. One might
evén add & fourth-—ihe site of the town
whioch grew up. in the track of the Cru-
saders near Roman Jericho. 'There Is a
